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The appointee will be responsible for teaching higher diploma, undergraduate and postgraduate
courses on digital competency, such as artificial intelligence literacy and digital literacy. He/she will
also be expected to contribute to the Centre’s projects and initiatives, as well as to conduct research,
supervise student projects, and undertake administrative duties as assigned. The ideal appointee will
be proficient in teaching in both Chinese and English. The appointee is expected to commence the
appointment in July 2024.
