Applicants should have teaching experience and a commitment to excellence in teaching (Qualified Teacher Status is a plus); should 

be fluent in English with, ideally, knowledge of Cantonese and/or Putonghua and the educational context of Hong Kong and/or 

China. Candidates with international experience would also be highly valued.
