The HKIEd's Council Chairman, Mr Pang Yiu-kai, presided over the 2013 Honorary
Fellowship Presentation Ceremony held at the Tai Po campus today (22 March).

Addressing the ceremony, the Institute’s Acting President, Professor Cheng Yin-cheong, paid
special tribute to the six recipients, saying that they had made lifelong contributions to early
childhood, primary and secondary education, and the promotion of innovative education. He
further commented that “their personal contribution to the betterment of Hong Kong is mirrored by
the Institute’s engagement in our city’s progress in recent decades.”
